RESOLUTION NO. 269
Series of 2006

CLARIFYING THE APPLICATION OF THE LLDA RULES OF PROCEDURE TO
ESTABLISHMENTS CONNECTED TO THE MWSI AND MWCI SEWER SYSTEM

WHEREAS, a great number of establishments situated within the Metropolitan
Manila Area claiming to be interconnected with the sewer lines of the Metropolitan
Manila Waterworks and Sewerage System (MWSS) currently being operated by the
Maynilad Water Services, Inc. (MWSI), and Manila Water Corporation, Inc. (MWCI) and
paying the corresponding sewer charges, but with pending water pollution cases with
the LLDA, are now questioning the regulatory power and authority to impose fines and
penalties against such establishments;

WHEREAS, in accordance with R.A. 4850, as amended by PD 813 and EQ 927,
Board Resolution No. 33, Series of 1996 Adopting the Rules and Regulations
Implementing the Environmental User Fee System and the Revised Rules of Procedure
of LLDA pursuant to Board Resolution No. 192, Series of 2004, the LLDA is empowered
and authorized to conserve and develop the water resources of the Laguna de Bay
Region and impose necessary safeguards for any project or activity in or affecting the
lake, including water/wastewater disposals;

WHEREAS, for efficient and more effective implementation of the aforestated
laws, rules and regulations, there is an urgent need to clarify the application of relevant
LLDA rules and regulations above-described establishments with pending pollution
cases with the Authority;

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the foregoing premises and
pursuant to the provisions of R.A. 4850, as amended by PD 813 and EO 927, Board
Resolution No. 33, Series of 1996 Adopting the Rules and Regulations Implementing the
Environmental User Fee System and the Revised Rules of Procedure of LLDA pursuant
to Board Resolution No. 192, Series of 2004, BE IT RESOLVED, as it is hereby
RESOLVED, to approve and adopt the following rules and regulations governing those
establishments connected with the Metropolitan Manila Waterworks and Sewerage
System (MWSS) currently being operated by the Maynilad Water Services, Inc. (MWSI),
and Manila Water Corporation, Inc. (MWCI):

1. Establishments connected to the sewer systems operated by local/urban
water utilities and the concessionaires of Metropolitan Manila Waterworks and
Sewerage System (MWSS), Maynilad Water Services, Inc. (MWSI), and Manila
Water Corporation, Inc. (MWCI), shall no longer be required to secure/renew
Discharge Permit from the Authority.



. Establishments shall secure a Certificate of Interconnection from the water
utilities that has jurisdiction over their areas affirming that all their generated
wastewater are being collected and treated in the concerned water utilities’
sewerage system.

. Discharges from facilities of the water utilities shall be monitored by the
Pollution Control Division of the LLDA. For each facility of the water utilities
shall be required to secure Discharge Permit and pay the EUF pursuant to
LLDA Board Resolution No. 33, Series of 1996. Non-compliance to effluent
regulations shall be acted upon in accordance with the established policies
and regulations, and issued appropriate legal orders to compel them to
comply with the prescribed standards and pay the computed penalties.

. Untreated wastewater shall not be allowed to be discharged into the
tributaries and land surface within the Laguna de Bay Region and the waters
of Manila Bay.

. For water pollution cases filed against the Maynilad Water Services, Inc.
(MWSI) which are still pending before the LLDA Public Hearing Committee, an
Order to Pay will be issued covering the unpaid accumulated daily penalties.

The Pollution Control Division of the LLDA will conduct subsequent monitoring
inspections and if results should fail the effluent standards, an Order will be
issued to compel it to treat its wastewater before final discharge Bay,
otherwise, more drastic action shall ensure.

. Those establishments with pending water pollution cases that are connected
to the available sewer lines shall be required to secure the following
documents from the concerned water utilities:

a. Certificate of Interconnection with the MWSI/MWCI
= Notwithstanding its interconnection to MWSS/MWCI, the
establishments shall be liable for all pollutive discharge flowing
directly to the lake.
b. Service Agreement
c. Water Bills covering the following periods:
c.1 three (3) months including the date of initial sampling
c.2 three (3) months latest bills
d. Certification from LLDA that all discharges flow directly to MWSI/MWCI
sewers and there is no leak or bypass

If proof/evidence indicates that interconnection service is being provided prior
to the commencement of the water pollution case, an Order of Dismissal will
be issued sans any penalty for water pollution. Otherwise, the establishment
shall be liable to pay the accumuiated daily penalties until its interconnection
with the MWSI. If the establishment is covered by the LLDA Clearance (LC)
requirement pursuant to Board Resolution No. 224, Series of 2004, the
respondent shall first submit a LC and pay administrative fine reckoned from
the year at which the Notice of Violation was issued before the Order of
Dismissal is issued by the LLDA.



7. Monitoring of interconnected establishments will be made to ensure that no
by-pass canals are being maintained and no overflow to the streets/canals
(whether intentional or accidental). If an establishment is found to have a by-
pass (i.e., water is diverted from the sewer line to the streets or nearby
canal), LLDA will take samples of the wastewater and daily penalty will be
imposed until the by-pass is completely sealed off. '

8. Notwithstanding its interconnection to MWSI/MWCI, the establishment shall
be liable to LLDA for all pollutive discharge flowing directly to the lake and/or
its river tributaries.

RESOLVED, FINALLY, that this resolution shail take effect fifteen (15) days
| after its publication in any newspaper of general circulation.
